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Abstract:
This study deals with the results of the exploratory archaeological survey in the locality of Al-Jabalain,
which included the work of the Archaeological and Paleoenvironment Research Project of the White
Nile State. Five archaeological sites were reported during this survey: (WNP-J - 22\1, WNP-J - 22\2,
WNP-J - 22\3, WNP-J - 22\4, WNP-J - 22\5), which varied in their types between settlements,
cemeteries and rock carvings, and range date back to prehistoric and historical periods. This study
confirmed that the White Nile region in general and the Jabalian region, in particular, have a long
cultural and civilizational history dating back to the Stone Age to the Islamic period, with its local
characteristics that, although similar in one aspect to their temporal counterparts, have retained a local
cultural specificity in other elements.
